Once again, the students in grades 3 through 6 at the Nelson Elementary School have taken top honors in the recent NECAP testing.  These tests were presented to the students back at the beginning of the school year.  The testing area covered the Keene School District, (SAU#29), and most of the Monadnock Regional School District.
In both the Math and the Reading tests, Nelson’s scores overshot the scores of Marlborough’s, the next closest scores, by far.  In Reading, Nelson scored a 94.  Marlborough scored an 88.  In Math, our students scored an 85, and Marlborough scored an impressive 82.
What a testament to the outstanding work done by our school’s teachers and staff.

Since first hearing about the devastation in Haiti, the kids throughout the Nelson School have expressed a strong interest in doing something to help. This was already something the staff would have organized, but it was thrilling to have it come from them before we even mentioned it.  We have been brainstorming ways to raise money that would enable the children to really feel involved in the work.  We will be creating Valentine’s Bags, which they will decorate.  
These will contain holiday cookies the kids will be decorating, a handmade Valentine’s card they will be designing, and a few other goodies.  This work will happen at school throughout the week of Feb. 8th.  On Thursday afternoon, 2/11, we will be breaking up into multi-age groups and assembling the bags and on Friday, 2/12, we will be traveling by bus to Keene to sell our bags for $5 each.
We’ll be setting up at a handful of different locations.  All proceeds will go the Red Cross Haiti Fund.
