You can get this "File of Life" at the Keene Fire Department.  You will receive a card to fill out for each person living in your home, giving all the pertinent medical information.

This info needs to be written in pencil so it can be changed from time to time.  These cards go into a plastic folder with a magnet on the back and can be kept on the refrigerator door.  All responders know to look for this when they first arrive after being called.  It could buy precious moments in saving a life.
