Yesterday afternoon we got a long step ladder to remove some twigs and small branches that looked like they had fallen during the ice storm last winter and had gotten stuck near the chimney at my house on Silver Lake.  When we climbed the ladder we discovered a huge nest lodged between the house and the chimney.  We wondered if it was an eagle or a heron.  The nest measures about  2+ feet by 2+ feet and is a substantial nest lined with dog fur, either fox or deer fur and wool.  

We had Phil and Julie come out, and they determined that it is a nest of a great horned owl, used February-March, with babies in April.  Then the owl abandons the nest.  

I plan to leave the nest to see if the owls come back next spring.  I will leave the (huge) ladder up for another week or two in case any of you would like to peer inside the nest.
