NELSON SCHOOL ~ RECYCLING HELP NEEDED

I am looking for volunteers who would be willing to pick up and transport our school's recycling to the Keene Recycling Center.  The company that we contract with for our trash removal does not handle recycling and it's become too cost prohibitive to pay a staff member for mileage to go back and forth.  Our hope is that some of you, who already go there, might be willing to add in our recycling when you make your trips.  

Since we have no storage space to keep it as it piles up, we need to do a weekly pick up.  We recycle mixed paper, catalogs, cardboard, and plastic/cans.  We rotate the weekly pick-ups based on the number of volunteers we have.  Last year our volunteers picked  up once every 5 weeks and that seemed to work well.

The Municipal Services Division of the State of New Hampshire Department of Revenue Administration is required by RSA 21-J:35 to review estimated revenues, voted appropriations and the manner in which appropriations are voted. During this review, the DRA attempts to determine whether the voted appropriations comply with various RSA's. It was discovered by  DRA in reviewing  the budget of the town (MS-6), warrant and minutes  that on the

MS-6 form received, warrant articles 7, 23, 24 and 28 were not listed.

There is a remedy under RSA 31:5-b that allows the town to call a special town meeting for the exclusive purpose of curing such a defect.  Therefore, a special town procedural defect meeting will occur on August 5, 7PM, at the Town Hall.  The warrant will read as follows:  "To see if the Town will vote to ratify the results of the Annual Town Meeting even though the statutory requirement of posting the completed MS-6 was not met".
